A LETTER FROM THE HCS BOARD

Dear Friends, Family, and Supporters of HCS,

We as a Board would like to give you an update on the Capital Funds campaign and the financial situation of the school.  We have been very blessed with all the donations, prayers, and volunteer work given to the school.  To this day, we have upgraded the heating system at a cost of $83,000 with well over $15,000 volunteer electrical and labor work.  Also, a new bus was purchased at a cost of $13,000, with Pro Trucking covering the cost until funds were available.

Currently, we have $10,000 in the Capital Funds account.  Unfortunately, the condition of the parking lots forced us to do repairs.  The culverts in the front have been a hazard for the buses to pass over and the rear lot has been sinking and allowing water to enter the school.  After much consideration, the repairs were approved.  This was not an easy to decision to make with funds not available, but we felt this was our only option.

In years past, we have sent out a Fall Contribution letter with the exception of last year because the focus was on the Capital Funds campaign.

With an outstanding debt of almost $23,000 for the parking lot repair, we ask for your support and prayers in the upcoming year for the future of HCS.  Any donations can be made to the Capital Funds campaign or the General Fund.
